Peafowl top the Market at May Reading Poultry Sale
Thimbleby & Shorland held their second sale of Poultry, Waterfowl, Wildfowl and Hatching Eggs at Reading Market on Saturday, 21st May.  About 230 Lots were on offer and top price achieved was for a pair of Peafowl, which made £100.  A single white Peahen made £60 and a white Peacock £50.  In the Poultry section ordinary brown laying hens made £6.50 each, and top price was for a trio of lemon Pekin bantams which made £33.  Top price in the Waterfowl was for a single miniature Crested duck at £30.  2 coloured Medner pigeons made £26.   Auctioneer Chris Boreham said “We were very pleased that with only 3 weeks between sales this time, because of Bank Holidays, the entry was fractionally up on the previous sale.  The Peafowl were a bit of a surprise to me as the Seller said he did not want them back at any price, so I was not expecting much of a demand, but there was plenty!”

Also included in the sale were Hatching Eggs, although the trade for these has fallen off due to the time of year, and Poultry hardware including coops and incubators, with coops and hen houses making to £145.
